    30th April 1907:James Bruce Ismay, the chief manager of

        the White Star Line ship building company agreed with

         Lord William James Pierre,a partner in the shipbuilding 

         company Harland and Wolf to build the Titanic.

        1st July 1907:The design of the Titanic was officially agreed

         to be built by H&W.

           31st March 1909:The structure of the Titanic was laid

            in shipyards of H&W in Belfast, Ireland.

             19th October 1910:The plating for the Titanic is completed.

             31st May 1911:The Titanic was launched from Belfast docks.  

              Over 100,000 saw the Titanic leaving it's home land Ireland
       January 1912:Around sixteen wooden lifeboats were

             fitted into the Titanic.

             31st March 1912:The fitting of the Titanic was 

             complete.

            2nd April 1912:The Titanic began to sail away from

            Ireland to begin its grand voyage to America.

           3rd April 1912:The Titanic has arrived at Southampton

            to pick up any more passengers travelling to New 

     York.

  10th April 1912:The Titanic set sail from Southampton to 

   arrive in Cherbourg France.

   11th April 1912:The Titanic had arrived in Queenstown,

    Ireland for the new passengers to board.

    12th 13th April 1912:The Titanic sailed through calm waters
     14th April 1912:Throughout the day, the captain received 

      several iceberg warnings but decided to ignore them.

     14th April 1912 at 11:40 am:The lookout of the ship 

      Frederick Fleet spotted an incoming iceberg 

       but it was too late as the Titanic had crashed into the 

        iceberg.

       14th April 1912:The water had poured in and had risen 

        up to fourteen feet in the front part of the  ship.

        15th April 1912:The captain was told the ship could only

         stay afloat for a few hours. The captain gave orders 

         for the people aboard to call for help over the radio. 

         15th April 1912 12:05 am:The orders were given to get 

          out all the lifeboats and get all passengers out on 

           the deck of the ship. The crew of the ship were now 

           prepared to take action.

    15th April 1912 at 12:25 am: The lifeboats began to be 

     loaded with women,children and babies first. The 

 Carpathia (the ship which rescued the survivors) was 

 spotted fifty eight miles away south east of the Atlantic 

   Ocean

  15th April 1912 at 12:45  am:The first lifeboat was safely 

  rescued by the Carpathia ship. The boat could've carried 

  sixty four people but the first class people insisted they had

  to bring their luggage with them so only twenty eight 

  people boarded the lifeboat. 

   15th April 1912 at 2:05 am: The last lifeboat was now 

    rescued by the Carpathia. There were 1,500 people left

     on the ship. The deck of the ship grew steeper 

    and steeper.

     15th April 1912 at  02:17 am: The last message from 

       the captain of the Titanic was 'Every man for

      themselves'.

     15th April 1912 at  2:20 am:The Titanic's  broken off stern

      bent back and settled back into the water,becoming

      more level for a while. Slowly the Titanic filled with water

       and tilted high up into the air before sinking into the sea

        and the people slowly froze to death. 

      15th  April 1912 at 3:30 am:The Carpathia's rockets were

      spotted by some of the survivors. 

      April 1912 at 4:10 am:  The first lifeboat was picked up 

      by the Carpathia.

   15th April 1912 at 8:50 am
     The Carpathia left the area for New York. She had 705

     survivors on board  at the time of the disaster,1514           

    people died during the sinking of the Titanic.

   18th April 1912 at 9:00 pm: The Carpathia arrived in New

    York.

   19th April to May :American enquiry into the disaster began

    22nd April to 15th May  1912: Several ships  were sent 

    to the disaster's location to recover  dead bodies.

     A total of 328 bodies were found  floating in the area.

   2nd May to 3rd July: The British government opened an 

   enquiry  to find out how  the ship sank.
