Health & Safety in and around the school grounds

o | would like to take this opportunity to remind parents about the importance of safety when dropping children off
to school. In the interests of the children’s safety, may I remind you not to park on the footpaths on Windsor Ave
and Derryvolgie Ave, to leave the entrances to the school clear and to observe the “No Parking” yellow lines.
